The Rt.Rev.Bishop Graeme Knowles
[49], the Dean of St Paul’s since 2007.
Educated at Dunstable Grammar
School, King’s College London & St.
Augustine’s College, Canterbury, he
served his curacy at St.Peter-in-Thanet,
Broadstairs (1974-9), then he moved to
Leeds Parish Church as Precentor and
Senior Curate. From 1981-87 he served
as Precentor of Portsmouth Cathedral,
then as Archdeacon of Portsmouth until
1999 when he became Dean of Carlisle.
In 2003 he was appointed Bishop of
Sodor and Man.

Bishop Knowles is honorary chaplain to
the Royal Naval Reserve.

General Sir Kevin O’Donoghue KCB
CBE [62] is the Master General Logistics
— the first appointee to the post.
He joined the Royal Engineers in 1968
on a Territorial Army commission whilst
at the University of Manchester Institute

of Science &Technology. In 1971, after
two years as a troop commander in 75
Engineer Regiment (Volunteers) he
converted to a regular commission,
spending the next five years in the British
Army of the Rhine. An appointment as
an instructor at Sandhurst followed, and
then he attended the Canadian Forces’
Command and Staff Course in Toronto,
before returning to the MoD as Military
Assistant to the Chief of the General
Staff.

Higher Command and Staff Course in
1990 was followed by promotion to
Brigadier, Commander Corps Royal
Engineers 1 (British) Corps. In 1993 he
attended the NATO Defence College in
Rome, before moving to SHAPE to take
up the post of Director of Staff
Operations. He was promoted Major
General in 1996 on appointment as Chief
of Staff, Headquarters Quartermaster
General, following which he moved to
the MoD to become Assistant Chief of
the General Staff. On promotion to
Lieutenant General he became the UK’s
Military representative to NATO, the EU
and WEU. From 2002 to 2004 he served
as Deputy Chief of the Defence Staff
(Health)

In 2005, Sir Kevin was promoted to
General and the Chief of Defence
Logistics, a post he held until the merger
